A Visit to the Theatre

The spectators leave their seats

and go to the buffet where they can eat a cake and drink a glass of lemonade or juice. During the int
erval the spectators discuss the performance and the play of the actors and actresses.

After the performance finishes, the spectators rise from their seats and go to the

cloakroom to get their coats and hats. You hear them say: "l enjoyed the performance very much",
"The performance is splendid”, "The actors and actresses performed very well".
